The exhibit area is now available for anyone wishing to participate in the 2009 General
Convention of the Episcopal Church. The exhibit area has been designated to be a market
place and an educational arena for bishopÕs, clergy, and lay people to see products, ser-
vices, and church related informative exhibits that will be of major importance for 
liturgical, business, or personal use.

The exhibit area is located in Hall C in the Anaheim Convention Center. The House of
Deputies is located in Hall B and the Worship area is located on that same level in Hall
D. The House of Bishops is located in Ballrooms A & B and the ECW Triennial meeting
is located in Ballrooms C, D, and E on Level 3.

The convention will be the only opportunity for you to exhibit to this market until the
year 2012, as this is not an annual convention.  Your participation as an exhibitor should
be rewarding no matter what product, service, or idea you display.

Booths will be processed on a first come, first served basis. If you wish to facilitate your
contract and deposit delivery, we strongly suggest the use of Express Mail or Priority
Mail since contracts will be picked up daily at the above address for processing.

Certain exhibitors will be eligible for a booth price discount depending upon their affilia-
tion with the Episcopal Church. Those groups that are funded by the Executive Council,
those groups that are Church related, and/or some non-profit organizations 
mmaayy be eligible. If you feel you belong to such a category, please include a request for
review with your exhibit application. In the meantime your deposit should be calculated
on the rate of $1,450.00 per 100 square feet of exhibit space (100 square feet is one 10 ft.
x 10 ft. booth). Should a review determine that you are eligible for a discount, the excess
deposit will be credited against the balance due and you will be notified in your letter of
acceptance.

Subsequent requests for discounts will not be honored.

1. Certain charitable or non-profit Chur ch related exhibits are 
eligible for a discount on the booth price. If you think you are such 
an organization, you must include a letter requesting a discount 
with your  contract form. Your initial payment must be one half of 
the full booth price. If you are approved for a discount your second 
payment will reflect your discount.  NOTE:  Your request for booth 
discount must accompany your contract and payment. Discounts 
will not  be given after the receipt and processing of your contract.

2. Each exhibitor will be allotted four (4) exhibitor badges per 
ten foot by ten foot (100 Sq. Ft.) exhibit booth. Exhibitor badges 
allow you entrance to the exhibit hall one hour before the exhibits 
open and allow you to stay in your booth one hour after the exhibits 
close. Additional exhibitor  badges can be purchased for $25.00 
each. NOTE: These badges are only for personnel who will be 
working your  booth. If you have volunteers, one-day passes can be 
obtained at the General Convention registration area. 

3. You are encouraged to make as many booth choices as you 
wish and may do so on a separate sheet of paper. Please make these 
choices in the order of your booth preference.

OFFICIAL REGULATIONS
2009 GENERAL CONVENTION OF THE EPISCOPAL CHURCH

EXHIBIT SECTION
1. A DESCRIPTION OF THE GENERAL CONVENTION: The General Convention of the
Episcopal Church is the framework whereby the elected clerical and lay deputies and bishops of
the church assemble as a bicameral legislative body to conduct the business of the church and
enact legislation that will govern the actions of the church until the following convention. Meeting
in conjunction with the legislative body are numerous other simultaneous meetings, conferences
and conventions.

2. DEFINITIONS: As used herein, ÒSPONSORÓ means The Domestic and Foreign Missionary
Society of the Protestant Episcopal Church in the United States of America as an agent for the
General Convention Office. ÒEXHIBIT MANAGEMENTÓ means Jos. T. Griffin Co., Inc., and the
George Fern Co. ÒEXPOSITIONÓ or ÒSHOWÓ means the commercial display held from 12:00
noon, Tuesday, July 7, 2009, to 2:00 p.m., Thursday, July 16, 2009, in the 2009 General
Convention of the Episcopal Church Exhibit area. ÒEXHIBITORÓ means the person or firm on
whose behalf booth space is rented. ÒLANDLORDÓ means the Anaheim Convention Center.
ÒEXHIBITORÕS SERVICEÓ means any official supplier so named by Exhibit Management to act in
that capacity.

3. STATEMENT OF POLICY: All Exhibitors are equal regardless of size and should be given
an equal opportunity, within reason, to present their product or service in the most effective
manner to the audience. We ask you to Òbe a good neighborÓ and to remember you are our
customers. We want you to be successful.

All Exhibitors are obligated to comply with all laws, ordinances and regulations promulgated by
any recognized federal, state, local or municipal authority.

4. CONTRACT CONDITIONS: The terms and conditions of these official regulations shall
apply to and be in effect between the Sponsor, Exhibit Management and any Exhibitor whose
application is received and to whom booth space is rented. They have been formulated for the
protection and in the best interest of all concerned. Exhibit Management asks the full cooperation
of all exhibitors in their observance. All points not covered are subject to the decision of Exhibit
Management whose word shall be final.

5. APPLICA TION FOR EXHIBIT SP ACE: Applications by Exhibitors shall be made on the
official application form only . The Sponsor will promptly accept or reject each application
received and Exhibit Management will furnish additional information to each Exhibitor whose
application has been accepted. Booth space will be assigned by the Exhibit Management, guided
by requirements of Exhibitors and their choice of location wherever possible. However, Exhibit
Management reserves the right to rearrange or re-number the floor plan and relocate any exhibit
if it appears necessary for the general good of all Exhibitors. Applications are not accepted until
you receive a copy of this contract and a letter of confirmation from Exhibit Management. Your
booth assignment and booth price will be shown on Contract Form Page 1, in the upper right
hand corner box marked ÒFor Internal Use OnlyÓ. A maximum of 4 exhibitors badges per 10Õx10Õ
booth will be given to each exhibitor.

6. RENTAL: As noted on Contract Form Page 1, booth size and price are as indicated on Exhibit
A attached hereto and made a part hereof. Rental of booth space is for the duration of the
exposition. Exhibitors will be given from 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. Sunday, July 5, 2009, from 8:00
a.m. to 5:00 p.m. Monday July 6, 2009, and fr om 8:00 a.m. to 10 a.m. on Tuesday, July 7, 2009 to
set their exhibits. Exhibitors will be given fr om 2:00 p.m. to 10:00 p.m. Thursday, July 16, 2009 and
from 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. on Friday, July 17, 2009 to dismantle their exhibits. Booth price
includes booth space, one booth identification sign per exhibitor, general guard service and
general illumination only. Any other services required by the Exhibitor must be acquired from the
appropriate service contractor and paid for by the Exhibitor , unless otherwise stated in writing by
Exhibit Management. Verbal commitments by Sponsor , Landlord, Exhibit Management, Exhibitor,
or ExhibitorÕs Service will not be honored. It is the ExhibitorÕs responsibility to obtain written
confirmation or permission for any deviation fr om these rules and regulations.
Requests for discounts for church related exhibits must accompany this form.

This application for exhibit space must be signed by a duly authorized agent of the Exhibitor and
accompanied by a 50% payment if submitted prior to December 1, 2008. The r emaining 50% will
be due on or before February 15, 2009. If contract is received on or after December 1, 2008, but
before February, 15, 2009, a 75% deposit will be required with contract with the 25% remaining
balance due on February 15, 2009. If contract is received after February 15, 2009, payment in full
is required. Failure to comply with the above payment schedule can result in loss of payment made
to date and loss of booth space. Exhibitor agrees to abide with all contract conditions, rules and
regulations governing the exhibit area. Any payment made shall not be refundable if the exhibitor
cancels his or her application for booth space after February 15, 2009. One half of the payment
for booth space will be refundable to the exhibitor upon cancellation on or before February 15,
2009. Any booth space cancellation must be in writing to Exhibit Management. Any Exhibitor
reserving booth space that fails to abide by the above payment schedule, or fails to occupy his
space by the ExpositionÕs opening, shall forfeit all rights to the use of assigned space, and
Sponsor reserves the right to dispose of such space with no r efund to the Exhibitor, in such way
as they may consider to be the best interest of the Exposition, without any liabilities on the part of
the Sponsor, Exhibit Management, the Landlord or ExhibitorÕs Service.

7. EXHIBITORÕS SERVICE: For our mutual protection, the Exhibit Management will select
official suppliers of booth decorations, signs, exhibit erection, electrical drayage, labor, booth
cleaning and other services. If you wish to use a supplier other than the of ficial supplier
designated by Exhibit Management, you must notify Exhibit Management in writing at least 30
days prior to the opening of the Exposition. On, or about five months prior to the opening of the
Exposition, an ExhibitorÕs information packet will be sent to you that will include all pertinent
information necessary for planning your exhibit. Or der forms from the official ExhibitorÕs Service
companies will be included for all necessary service including drayage, electrical, furniture and
carpet rentals, etc.

8. USE OF SPACE AND SOLICITATION IN EXHIBIT HALL: The aisles and other spaces in
the Exhibition hall not leased to Exhibitors shall be under the contr ol of the Exhibit Management.
All displays, interviews, conferences, distribution of literature, lectures, sales and transaction of
business of any nature whatsoever shall be made inside the space contracted for . Standing in
aisles, or in front of exhibit booths of other Exhibitors, or the intercepting of those attending for
advertising purposes is strictly prohibited. Side-show tactics or any undignified method of
attracting attention will not be permitted. Distribution of political literature will not be permitted
outside of the exhibit booth. The Exhibitor will be expected to confine his exhibiting within his
exhibit space, as defined by Exhibit Management. If any additional space whatsoever is r equired,
a separate Exhibitor contract must be signed, accompanied by appr opriate payment, and
approved by Sponsor. No verbal commitments will be honored. THERE WILL BE NO EXCEPTION
TO THIS REGULATION. (NOTE: No person or persons, other than Exhibitors, will be permitted to
conduct business in the Exposition hall or on the grounds without the express authorized
permission of the Exhibit Management. Within legal avenues provided by local, state, and federal
laws and ordinances, violators will be escorted from the premises of the Landlord. The Exhibit
Management asks that all Exhibitors abide by these rules and regulations and to report any
known violators to the Management for disciplinary action.)

9. RESTRICTIONS IN OPERATION OF EXHIBITS:
(a) NOISE MAKING DEVICES: Exhibits which include the operation of musical instruments,
radios, talking motion pictures, public address systems, VCRs, TVs, or any noise making
machines must be conducted or arranged so that the noise resulting from the demonstration will
not annoy or disturb adjacent Exhibitors.

(b) CARE OF BUILDING AND EQUIPMENT: Exhibitors or their agents shall not injure or
deface the walls, ceilings or floors of the building, the booths or the equipment of the booths.
Exhibitors are forbidden to drive tacks, nails, or screws into the building, or to affix anything to
the walls, ceiling or floor of the building without written permission from Exhibit Management.
When such damage appears, the Exhibitor is liable to the owner of the property so damaged.

(c) FIRE PREVENTION: All booth decorations must be flame-retardant, and all hangings must
clear the floor. Electrical wiring must conform with the National Electrical Code Safety Rules. If
inspections indicate that any Exhibitor has neglected to comply with these regulations or
otherwise incurs fire hazard, the right is reserved to cancel all or such part of his exhibit as may
be irregular. City fire regulations must be observed. All fabrics, decorative or otherwise, must be
flame-retardant in accordance with the fire prevention requirements of the City of Anaheim, CA.

(d) SAFETY PRECAUTIONS: Exhibitors shall take all necessary precautions for the safety of
their personnel, other Exhibitors and all other persons upon the premises, and shall comply with
all applicable provisions of federal, state and municipal safety laws, building codes and
ordinances to prevent accidents or injuries.

(e) MAINTENANCE OF BOOTH SPACE: Exhibitors shall keep their booth space clean and
orderly at all times, and shall not engage in any activity which would unduly interfere with visitors
or other Exhibitors, or would be in violation of law, regulations or ordinances. A representative of
the Exhibitor shall be present at the booth at all times while the Exposition is open to the public.

(f) CONSTRUCTION: In general, each Exhibitor is entitled to a reasonable sight-line from the
aisle regardless of the size of his exhibit. Specific construction limitations will be included in the
ExhibitorÕs Service Kit.

(g) The Exhibitor agrees to produce his exhibit in dignified taste and in keeping with the
reputation and image of the 2009 General Convention of the Episcopal Church. Such decision as
to whether or not this r egulation is being adhered to is the sole decision of Exhibit Management.

(h) ENFORCEMENT: The Exhibitor agrees to comply strictly with the applicable terms and
conditions contained in the agreements between the Landlord, the sponsor, and Exhibit
Management regarding the Exhibition premises. The Sponsor and Exhibit Management reserve
the right to restrict exhibits which because of noise, method of operation materials, or any other
reason become objectionable and also to prohibit or evict any exhibit which in the opinion of the
sponsor and Exhibit Management may detract fr om the general character of the exhibit as a
whole. This reservation includes person, things, conduct, printed matter, or anything of a
character which the sponsor or Exhibit Management determines is objectionable to the exhibit or
does not conform to the standar ds of the Exposition. In addition, in case of br each by Exhibitor
of the Official Regulations of the 2009 General Convention, Sponsor and/or Exhibit Management
may restrict or evict the Exhibitor , as appropriate. In the event of any such restriction or eviction
the sponsor is not liable for any refund of exhibit rental fees or other exhibit expenses.

(i) DRAWING AND PRIZES: All contests, drawings, games and similar activities r epresented
as awarding prizes to winners and implemented from an exhibit booth, must have both the
advance approval of Exhibit Management and must be in adher ence to all federal, state and local
laws and ordinances. If you are contemplating such activity in your exhibit, please contact the
Exhibit Management for an application for these activities.

(j) NO ASSIGNMENT OR SUBLETTING: Exhibitors shall not assign or sublet any space
rented by them, nor shall they in any way represent, exhibit, solicit, demonstrate or advertise on
behalf of any person or manufacturer, merchandise, equipment or services, unless such
merchandise, equipment or services is sold, distributed or provided on a continuing basis by the
Exhibitor.

10. LIABILITY:
(A) STATEMENT OF POLICY: The Exhibit Management, Sponsor, Landlord and ExhibitorÕs
Service, and their officers and staff members disclaim all liability for damages or losses caused
any Exhibitor by fire, water, flood, windstorm, utility failures, rodents, acts of vandalism,
insurrection, civil disorder, strikes, criminal acts or theft. Exhibit Management will not be
responsible for any failure of electric or other services. Exhibitors wishing to insure their goods
must do so at their own expense. If unusual equipment is to be installed, or if appliances that may
be subject to fire codes are to be used, the Exhibitor should communicate with the Exhibit
Management for information concerning facilities or regulations. No Exhibitor shall allow any
article or thing to be brought into, or any act to be done on the premises which will increase the
premium on any policy or policies of insurance held by Exhibit Management, the Sponsor, the
Landlord, or the ExhibitorÕs Services, or which may cause any such policy or policies of insurance
to be cancelled. And further, the Exhibitor shall at all times protect, indemnify, save and keep
harmless the Exhibit Management, Sponsor, Landlord, and the ExhibitorÕs Service against any
and all loss, cost, damage, liability , or expenses arising from or out of or by r eason of any
accident or other occurrence to anyone, including the Exhibitor, its agents, employees and
invitees, which arises from or out of or by reason of said ExhibitorÕs occupancy and use of
Exposition premises or a part thereof.

(B) PERTAINING TO THEFT AND LOSS: The Exhibit Management, Sponsor, Landlord, and
ExhibitorÕs Service and their officers and staff members will not be responsible for loss of
equipment or damage to equipment.

(C) The Exhibitor agrees to protect, indemnify, save and keep harmless Exhibit Management,
Sponsor, Landlord, and ExhibitorÕs Service against alteration or cancellation of any previously
advertised event, or section of the Exposition as deemed necessary by the Exhibit Management,
Sponsor, Landlord, or ExhibitorÕs Service for the overall success of the Exposition.

11. INTERPRETATION AND AMENDMENTS: Sponsor and/or Exhibit Management shall have
the full power to interpret and enforce all rules contained herein, and the power to make
amendments thereto, and to enact such further rules and r egulations as shall be considered
necessary for the proper conduct of the Exposition.
